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	Instructions for Completing the
GENERAL DISCHARGE PERMIT for Utility Companies



Section A - General Information
1-4	Give the complete business name and mailing address of the applicant. Specify the name, title, phone number and e-mail address of the designated authorized representative.

Section B - Wastewater Information
Mark the pollutants suspected to be present in the wastewater.

Section C - Sources of Wastewater and Discharge Information
1-2	Specify the name, ID No. and respective address of the service area.

3	Identify the source where the wastewater is accumulated.  Provide the volumetric or holding capacity of the manhole or vault.

4	Verify the manner of discharging the wastewater assuring the GLWA that the discharge will be made to the proper sanitary sewer and not to a storm sewer.  Indicate if the system is a combined sanitary-storm sewer.

5	Describe the discharge location.  Provide the X-Y coordinates and ensure that this location is also indicated on the site plan.  When discharging, care must be taken consideration that pedestrian and vehicle traffic is safe and not unduly impeded.

6	Specify the discharge frequency. Example: once a year, once per 3 months, twice a year, once a month, etc.

Section D - Drawings
Provide drawings depicting the map location, site layout and discharge location.

Section E - Certification Statement
This section must be signed by the company's authorized representative. The authorized representative shall refer to a corporate officer or a general partner.



	POLICY FOR GENERAL DISCHARGE PERMIT



The Great Lakes Water Authority (GLWA) allows the utility companies to discharge accumulated groundwater, stormwater, and other wastewater sources without prior notice into the sewer system in accordance with the following conditions.

1. The applicant for the general discharge shall not discharge any of the above described wastewater into the sewer system without the General Discharge Permit.

2. The applicant shall apply for a General Discharge Permit, complete the application/reapplication form and satisfy the following requirements:

a. The background history of the site where the wastewater is accumulated and/or generated.

b. The characteristics of the wastewater including quality and frequency of the wastewater discharge.

c. A certification of the application by the owner of the site or an authorized representative of the company responsible for the overall project operation.

3. The GLWA reserves the right to inspect the remediation and treatment facility before any discharges are made.

4.	The GLWA shall issue the General Discharge Permit only after the applicant complies with all requirements.

5.	The General Discharge Permit shall contain the discharge limitations, monitoring requirements, reporting requirements, and other general conditions needed for compliance.

6.	The applicant shall comply with all the established conditions and requirements as issued on the General Discharge Permit. Failure to comply shall result in immediate permit revocation and appropriate enforcement action.
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
